Introduction

Biodiversity conservation has emerged as a global priority, especially in
ecologically sensitive regions such as the Great Himalayan National Park (GHNP), a
UNESCO World Heritage Site known for its rich flora, fauna, and uniqgue mountain
ecosystems. Recognizing the need to strengthen environmental awareness and
interdisciplinary academic dialogue, Government College Banjar organized an
inter-college dialogue programme on 07 February 2025. Faculty members from 25
different disciplines and 20 students from the University of Delhi actively
participated in the event.

The programme aimed to foster academic exchange, enhance understanding of
biodiversity conservation, and explore collaborative opportunities between higher
educational institutions.

Objectives of the Programme

To develop awareness regarding biodiversity conservation in the Great Himalayan
National Park.



To promote interdisciplinary academic dialogue among faculty and students
across institutions.

To explore long-term academic collaboration between Government College
Banjar and P.G.D.A.V. College, University of Delhi.

To encourage student participation in environmental protection activities.

To strengthen the link between academic research and conservation practices in
ecologically fragile areas.

Participants

Faculty Members: 25 teachers representing various academic disciplines from the
University of Delhi.

Students: 20 students from different departments.

Host Faculty: Teachers and departmental representatives from Government
College Banjar.

The diversity of participants contributed to a rich interdisciplinary perspective,
making the programme academically vibrant and productive.

Programme Proceedings

The event commenced with an inaugural session highlighting the ecological
significance of GHNP. Key discussions focused on:

The role of protected areas in sustaining Himalayan biodiversity.
Challenges posed by climate change, habitat degradation, and tourism pressure.
Approaches to community-based conservation and sustainable development.

Opportunities for research, field studies, and academic outreach in collaboration
with GHNP authorities.

Faculty members shared subject-specific insights—from environmental sciences,
political science, botany, zoology, geography, and sociology—emphasizing the
need for integrating ecological issues into broader academic and policy
frameworks.



Students actively engaged in discussions, raising questions related to wildlife
management, forest governance, and the socio-economic dimensions of
conservation.

Key Outcomes and Decisions
A significant outcome of the programme was the mutual agreement between:

Government College Banjar, and Department of Political Science, P.G.D.A.V.
College, University of Delhi to continue collaborative efforts in the field of
biodiversity conservation.

The proposed areas of collaboration include:

Joint research projects on Himalayan ecology and conservation policies.
Student and faculty exchange visits for field studies in GHNP.
Organisation of workshops, seminars, and awareness programmes.

Development of research-based learning modules on biodiversity and
environmental governance.

This collaboration aims to create sustained academic engagement and community
outreach for conservation efforts.

Conclusion

The inter-college dialogue programme successfully fulfilled its objectives by
promoting interdisciplinary knowledge exchange and strengthening academic
partnerships. It provided participants with valuable insights into the ecological
importance of the Great Himalayan National Park and the urgent need for
biodiversity conservation. The programme laid the foundation for future
collaborations between Government College Banjar and P.G.D.A.V. College,
University of Delhi, marking a significant step toward integrating academic
research with environmental stewardship.

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2. REPORT ON THE POLITICAL SCIENCE “DEFINITION DICTIONARY”
WORKSHOP

Organised at Government College Banjar
21 May 2025 — 27 May 2025
1. Introduction

The Department of Political Science, Government College Banjar, organised a
specialised Political Science Definition Dictionary Workshop from 21st May to
27th May 2025. This advanced-level workshop was designed exclusively for
commission-appointed experts, senior academicians, and faculty members of the
Political Science Department. The primary aim was to develop a comprehensive
and academically rigorous “Definition Dictionary” that would standardise core
political science terminology for institutional and academic use.

2. Objectives of the Workshop
The workshop was conceptualised with the following high-level objectives:

To deliberate on conceptual ambiguities in Political Science terminology and
establish authoritative definitions suitable for academic and competitive
examination standards.

To create a unified ‘Definition Dictionary’ reflecting contemporary developments
in political theory, public administration, comparative politics, international
relations, and Indian political institutions.

To ensure academic uniformity across teaching practices by standardising the
interpretation and usage of essential concepts.

To promote collaborative research among commission-appointed experts and
faculty members.

To enhance scholarly dialogue on recent conceptual innovations and
interdisciplinary trends in Political Science.

3. Inaugural Session (21 May 2025)



The workshop commenced with an inaugural session attended solely by experts
and faculty members.

The Principal welcomed the distinguished participants and highlighted the
significance of producing an academically validated reference dictionary.

The Head of Department (Political Science) outlined the rationale behind the
project, emphasising its relevance for curriculum enrichment and research
orientation.

Commission experts briefed the participants on methodological standards and
quality benchmarks to be followed throughout the workshop.

4. Schedule and Proceedings (Day-wise Summary)
Day 1 — Conceptual Framework & Methodology (21 May 2025)

Experts discussed the methodological structure for definition drafting, including
criteria such as terminological precision, academic neutrality, contemporary
relevance, and cross-disciplinary coherence.

Day 2 — Identification of Core Concepts (22 May 2025)

Participants compiled an exhaustive list of key terms requiring standardised
definitions, drawing from UG/PG syllabi, recent political science research, and
international academic trends.

Day 3 — Scholarly Discussion & Draft Development (23 May 2025)

Each term was subjected to rigorous academic discussion. Commission members
debated multiple theoretical interpretations before arriving at common
definitional frameworks.

Day 4 — Integration of Contemporary Concepts (24 May 2025)

Modern and emerging concepts—such as digital governance, global justice,
climate diplomacy, algorithmic democracy, and multilevel governance—were
analysed and incorporated into the dictionary draft.

Day 5 — Review and Harmonisation of Definitions (25 May 2025)



Drafted definitions were critically evaluated for clarity, consistency, and academic
alignment. Faculty members and experts collaboratively refined terminology and
eliminated overlaps.

Day 6 — Final Compilation and Formatting (26 May 2025)

All validated definitions were merged into a structured document. Experts
standardised formatting, citation norms, and thematic categorisation.

Day 7 — Valedictory Session (27 May 2025)

The final version of the Political Science Definition Dictionary was formally
presented.

Commission experts commended the high-quality collaborative work.

The valedictory session concluded with reflections on strengthening academic
resources and future plans for periodic updates.

5. Outcomes of the Workshop

The expert-only workshop resulted in significant scholarly and institutional
outcomes:

Creation of an academically authoritative Definition Dictionary suitable for
teaching, research, and competitive examinations.

Establishment of standardized definitions that ensure uniformity across faculty
teaching practices.

Strengthening of inter-institutional academic collaboration between commission
experts and the college faculty.

Development of a model framework for future academic resource-building
exercises.

6. Conclusion

The Political Science Definition Dictionary Workshop, conducted from 21 May to
27 May 2025, proved to be an intellectually enriching and institutionally valuable
endeavour. By bringing together commission-appointed experts and experienced
faculty members, the programme succeeded in producing a high-standard
academic reference resource. The collaborative effort has set a strong foundation



for future expansions of academic materials and the continuous improvement of
Political Science pedagogy at Government College Banjar.
